Carlisle insulation is used to fi ll between standing seams and a cover board 
or insulation board is installed and secured to the metal roof with Carlisle 
HP Fasteners and Insulation Plates. Carlisle manufactures a unique 9"-wide 
Pressure-Sensitive (P.S.) RUSS strip with two 3" strips of SecurTAPE™ 
on either side for proper wind-uplift resistance. RUSS is attached to 
the purlins with Carlisle HP Purlin Fasteners and Polymer Seam Plates. 
Membrane securement is achieved by attaching Sure-Tough EPDM to the 
P.S. RUSS strips that are fastened into the structural purlins. Adjoining 
membrane sheets are spliced together using Carlisle’s SecurTAPE or 
Factory-Applied Tape™.
