Carlisle’s GreenGrid G5 modules come in 2.75" (6.99 cm), 4" (10.16 cm), 6" (15.24 cm), and 8" (29.32 cm) depths in standard 2'
x2' (61 cm x 61 cm) dimensions. Each module is manufactured using 100% pre-consumer recycled linear low or medium density

polyethylene protected by UV stabilizers and is black in color.
